A big problem will be dust floating into surrounding crops which could
be classed as inferior when taken to the silos with the silo personel deciding not to accept
their load.

PROPERTY VALUES: No-one wants to live near a quarry, property values will decrease.

TRAFFIC: 120-400 trips per week market dependent will leave and return to the quarry by Old
Kapunda Road, a dirt road 5m width which is used as a farm corridor to move implements,
sheep and farm animals. Right on to Daveyston Road which would need upgrading, widening
and new bridges, then turn left into Thiele Highway which is also in need of repair since
heavier trucks now have access to it. This junction has approximately 100 metres visability to
the right where the road dips (towards Kapunda), towards Gawler the road dips again about
200 metres. =

WATER: Many farms rely on bores for their water and as the aquifer is low the flow is light. The
quarry intends to bore into this which could close down parts or all farming. Run offs from the
quarty would go into the aquifer then to Walkers Creek which flows into the Para.

I strongly object to the above-mentioned amended mining proposal for the following reasons.

1. COMMUNITY CONSULTATION

a) Open and advertised community consultation has not occurred.

b) Light Regional Council were presented with a presenation by Groundwork Plus which
stated that they had community approval for their proposal. This was presented in early
stages of informal discussions with a (select) very small number of the community. Six
to seven people does not constitute community consultation.

c) Groundwork Plus indicated, and gave the impression to some of the "community" that
discussions were held with, that the community was in full support of the mine. This was
despite being told directly by community members that they did not support the mine and
despite many key stakeholders not supporting the proposal.

d) On page 4 of the proposal in section 2.1 it states that "A community consultation group
has since been developed with Groundwork Plus engaged to facilitate discussions
between Kara Resources and the affected adjacent landowners and local community
within close proximity to the site who have participated in gathering and collating
concerns from the wider community." Key local stakeholders were not informed, or
aware, of an apparent consultation process occurring.

2.. VISUAL AMENITY
a) Asthe proposed mine site is in a large natural depression comparable to an
amphitheatre/bowl, there is no way that this mine can ever be screened either by bund
walls or trees to block receptor views. Thereby ruining the natural, beautiful visual
amenity of the area enjoyed by all of the locals and those who travel and tour the area.

3.. LOCAL BENEFITS

a) There are no local benefits from this mining proposal

b) Any jobs created will come at the cost of a job at another quarry as Kara Resources and
its parent company purchase materials from other local quarries already in the region.

c) Several local chaff millers would be shut down if dust contamination occurs in their
product. These chaff millers are large local employers.

d) Jersey Fresh Milk (based in Greenock) rely solely on the underground aquifer for
their water. Any damage to the fault line that the aquifer follows would shut their
business down. Their business is a large local employer.

e) The plans for a supported employment/training centre at Nain for young adults with
special needs are still on hold as this business cannot proceed if the mine goes ahead.
The natural peace and quiet and visual amenity of the area equates with best practice
to working with those with special needs. It is vital to the well-being of those employed
and impacts on successful, achieveable outcomes in the future. This centre is vital as
they are unable to access other supported employment services, they would have
difficulty with open employment. Again, this business would be a large local employer if
it was allowed to proceed.

4. NOISE

a) On page 9 of the proposal, "Locating/orientating plant and equipment away from noise
sensitive receptors where practical", This indicates that if not practical, no noise buffering
will occur and the local community will be blasted with the full noise levels of the
proposed mine.
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4. NOISE
b) Also on page 9, "Scheduling particularly noisy activities to commence after 8.30am
where reasonabe and practicable to do so". Many local residents will be inflicted with
high levels of noise all day. These are totally unrealistic outcomes.

5. AIR QUALITY/DUST
a) There are no acceptable outcomes. It is a known fact that no quarry can stop dust on
average to high wind days without natural barriers. There are no natural barriers around
the proposed mine site. With dust micron sizes as small as 75 microns, no amount of
dust suppressions or bunds will stop the movement of dust off the site.

6. WATER USE
a) The proposal contains an unrealistic estimation of daily water use. Similar mines of this
size use up to 600,000 litres a day - 300,000-500,000 of this is for dust suppression. This
is to come predominantly from mains water, followed by bore as there is no regular
surface water to be used - Kara Resources/Groundwork Plus estimation of 60,000 litres
per day is ludicrous. To deplete the local water main and/or the local acqgifer will severely
impact on other local business and residents.

7. BLASTING VIBRATION

a) Testing and reporting done by Groundwork Plus as outlined on page 22 is suspect.
Testing was done in mostly soft soil. There is no mention in the proposal of the severe
vibration felt at some local homes during the blast testing.

b) Al homes and buildings within a 6km radius of the proposed mine would require full
building inspections at the cost of Kara Resources prior to commencement of operations
(if approved). Any further damage ie wall cracks, damage to foundations etc would be
the responsibility of Kara Resources and/or its parent companies.

a) Refer 4.6 page 17 of document. This conceptual plan does not return the land to its
original slopes. It states a 1V:3H slope which is very steep is not consistent with the
gentle rolling agricultural country it is currently and would make it very difficult to crop,
which is what the land is predominantly used for. Therefore this is not a suitable outcome
for prime cropping land.

CONCLUSION

1. This proposed mine should not proceed as it is totally at odds with the current use of the area
and is against the majority of the community wishes. It will be of severe detriment to the local
communities that surround this proposed site. Kara Resources have the ability to extract their
desired product in already established local quarries.

2. That DSD rejects Kara Resources AMLP on the grounds that community consultation did not
involve all landowners within the 2km radius of the proposed site.

3. I request that Kara Resources Pty Ltd MC4322 be rejected by the SA Government.

More traffic on these roads, you've got to be kidding. These roads all need to be wider,

have better surfaces with more passing lanes. Intersections, especially into and out of Old
Kapunda Road / Daveyston Road as well as Daveyston Road /Thiele Highway are definitely
areas waiting for accidents to happen.

TRAFFIC

It has been stated that trucks will leave and return to the quarry by Old Kapunda Road, right on

to Daveyston Road and turning left into Thiele Highway which is in need of repair since heavier
trucks now have access to it.

Old Kapunda Road is dirt and barely wide enough for two trucks to pass each other so would need
to be widened and metal laid, which would be difficult because it is next to a creek which goes into
the Walkers Creek catchment which then leads into the Para River.

The biggest problem then would be entering Daveyston Road, A normal truck is 42.5 ton gross,

a B-doble has a 62,5 gross tonnage. The corner of Old Kapunda Road, Daveyston Road and
Kuhlmann Roads is on a bend with limited visability of oncoming traffic. There are three bridges on
Daveyston Road and all would have to be upgraded to carry the extra weight. The road itself is in
very poor condition and would also need to be much wider.

A narrow bridge is immediately left on the Daveyston side, the driver would have to move to the
wrong side of Old Kapunda Road to make the turn and the probability of hitting the bridge rails

is high as they are narrower than the width of the road. To turn right towards Freeling a heavily
wooded area limits the view of oncoming traffic.

At the turnoff to Thiele Highway the Daveyston Road veers to the right, to turn left trucks would
have to make a wider turn which will put them in the oncoming traffic lane. This junction has
approximately 100 metres visability to the right where the road dips (towards Kapunda), towards
Gawler the road dips again about 200 metres. Always a dangerous intersection.

More traffic on these roads, you ve got to be kidding. These roads all need to be wider,

have better surfaces with more bassing lanes. Intersections, especially into and out of Old
Kapunda Road / Daveyston Road as well as Daveyston Road / Thiele Highway are definitely
areas waiting for accidents to happen.

TRAFFIC

It has been stated that trucks will leave and return to the quarry by Old Kapunda Road, right on

to Daveyston Road and turning left into Thiele Highway which is in need of repair since heavier
trucks now have access to it. ' _ ;

Old Kapunda Road is dirt and barely wide enough for two trucks to pass each other so would need
to be widened and metal laid, which would be difficult because it is next to a creek which goes into
the Walkers Creek catchment which then leads into the Para River.

The biggest problem then would be entering Daveyston Road, A normal truck is 42.5 ton gross,

a B-doble has a 62,5 gross tonnage. The corner of Old Kapunda Road, Daveyston Road and
Kuhimann Roads is on a bend with limited visability of oncoming traffic. There are three bridges on
Daveyston Road and all would have to be upgraded to carry the extra weight. The road itself is in
very poor condition and would also need to be much wider.

A narrow bridge is immediately left on the Daveyston side, the driver would have to move to the
wrong side of Old Kapunda Road to make the turn and the probability of hitting the bridge rails

is high as they are narrower than the width of the road. To turn right towards Freeling a heavily
wooded area limits the view of oncoming traffic. _

At the turnoff to Thiele Highway the Daveyston Road veers to the right, to turn left trucks would
have to make a wider turn which will put them in the oncoming traffic lane. This junction has
approximately 100 metres visability to the right where the road dips (towards Kapunda), towards
Gawler the road dips again about 200 metres. Always a dangerous intersection,

WATER

Many farms in the area do not have mains water and rely on bores for their water and as the
aquafer is low the flow is light. The quarry intends to bore into this which would put farmers and
their stock in danger of water quality and not having enough water for their basic needs, therefore
closing down parts or all of their farming enterprises.

Run offs from the quarry would go into the aquafer and also to Walkers Creek which flows on

it only takes a very small amount of the very fine respirable silica dust to create a health hazard.
Recognising that very small, respirable silica particles are hazardous.
Inhaling crystalline silica can lead to serious, sometime fatal illnesses including silicosis, Sung
cancer, tuberculosis (in those with silicosis), and chronic obstructive puimonary disease (COPD).

On page 4 of the proposal in section 2.1 it states that "A community consultation group
has since been developed with Groundwork Plus engaged to facilitate discussions
between Kara Resources and the affected adjacent landowners and local community
within close proximity to the site who have participated in gathering and collating
concerns from the wider community." Key local stakeholders were not informed, or
aware, of an apparent consultation process occurring.

. VISUAL AMENITY

As the proposed mine site is in a large natural depression comparable to an
amphitheatre/bowl, there is no way that this mine can ever be screened either by bund
walls or trees to block receptor views. Thereby ruining the natural, beautiful visual
amenity of the area enjoyed by all of the locals and those who travel and tour the area.

.. LOCAL BENEFITS

There are no local benefits from this mining proposal

Any jobs created will come at the cost of a job at another quarry as Kara Resources and
its parent company purchase materials from other local quarries already in the region.
Several local chaff millers would be shut down if dust contamination occurs in their
product. These chaff millers are large local employers.

Jersey Fresh Milk (based in Greenock) rely solely on the underground aquifer for

their water. Any damage to the fault line that the aquifer follows would shut their
business down. Their business is a large local employer.

The plans for a supported employment/training centre at Nain for young adults with
special needs are still on hold as this business cannot proceed if the mine goes ahead.
The natural peace and quiet and visual amenity of the area equates with best practice
to working with those with special needs.

This
is to come predominantly from mains water, followed by bore as there is no regular
surface water to be used - Kara Resources/Groundwork Plus estimation of 60,000 litres
per day is ludicrous. To deplete the local water main and/or the local acqifer will severely
impact on other local business and residents.

With dust micron sizes as small as 75 microns, no amount of
dust suppressions or bunds will stop the movement of dust off the site.

6. WATER USE
a) The proposal contains an unrealistic estimation of daily water use. Similar mines of this
size use up to 600,000 litres a day - 300,000-500,000 of this is for dust suppression. This
is to come predominantly from mains water, followed by bore as there is no regular
surface water to be used - Kara Resources/Groundwork Plus estimation of 60,000 litres
per day is ludicrous. To deplete the local water main and/or the local acqifer will severely
impact on other local business and residents.

7. BLASTING VIBRATION

a) Testing and reporting done by Groundwork Plus as outlined on page 22 is suspect.
Testing was done in mostly soft soil. There is no mention in the proposal of the severe
vibration felt at some local homes during the blast testing.

This submission of objection to the proposed quarry at Nain by Kara Resources is submitted with
concerns to the following.

Community Consultation - Kara Resources in the AMLP stated the following:

“A community consultation group has since been developed with Groundwork Plus engaged to
facilitate discussions between Kara Resources and the affected and adjacent landowners and
local community within close proximity to the Site, whom have participated in gathering and
collating concerns from the wider community”.

The above statement by Groundwork Plus is fanciful and flawed. Enquiries conducted in the
community suggest that only 3 landowners were mainly involved in the consultation group.
Other Landowners close to the proposed quarry site and the broader community were not
invited. Those who had concerns regarding this project were never given the opportunity to
express their views other than through the DSD objection process.

There is great community angst against this project and the fact that Groundwork Plus
completely disregarded many local residents and the broader community.

Transport and Traffic - There is concern re increased heavy vehicle traffic on the roadways.

(a) The transport route suggested via Old Kapunda Road, Daveyston Road, Thiele Highway,
John Eden Road and then right into the Sturt Highway is of major concern.

(b) Whatever route is taken all roads, intersections and bridges will need upgrading and
maintaining to DPTI/Council standards for heavy vehicles at Kara Resources expense.

(c) The Old Kapunda Road will need to be upgraded prior to start of commercial operations.

A Risk Analysis is required to determine any impact these vehicles may have on the local traffic
in the area. SA Police to be engaged for their expertise into traffic management.

Visual Amenity - Groundwork Plus state:

“Groundwork Plus has engaged with residents that live within close proximity to the proposed
quarry site to further understand concerns.”

Groundwork Plus has failed miserably to address this very important issue. There were other
residents in close proximity to the proposed site who were not contacted including the broader
community for their input. The quarry will impact on their lifestyle and reduce the value of their
properties given that no one wants to live near a quarry.

Due to the topography of the proposed quarry, no amount of bunding will reduce the visual
impact this quarry will have on residents and those travelling through the area.

Noise and Dust - The Noise Impact Statement is meaningless and has no real substance.

“The results highlight that locations A1 and A2 had elevated levels of background noise attributed
with noise observed from the Sturt Highway along with dog barks and crickets chirping. Locations
A3 and A4 were observed to contain faint background noise from the Sturt Highway.”

What does the above statement mean apart from we live in a very peaceful area? Noise
generated from this proposed project means it will interrupt our peaceful existence.

Financial gain for Kara Reources is the entire motivation for the mine and we will not accept this
at the expense of our quality of life, property values, economic loss, hardship, inconvenience
and livelihood. From our perspective the mine will create a huge impact on the air quality, noise
pollution and dust in the area.

The proposed mine site is situated within the boundaries of the recently created Barossa
Preservation Area, passed by a Bill in our parliament to protect the character and heritage of
this region and promote tourism.

In close proximity there are a variety of native animals, kangaroos, wallabies and echidnas as
well as birds including Kestrels, Shrikes, Honey Eaters and parrots of all varieties, as well as
Rainbow Bee-eaters who migrate to the area every year to have their young.

Due to the location, at the base of what is a natural amphitheatre created by the hill up to Nain,
noise echoes and there is no buffer to stop it happening in this valley. Freeling is down

the hill from the mine site, also without a noise barrier. Noise levels over 85db require ear
muffs, the noise level being in excess will be damaging to nearby residents negating the

claim of 'miniscule'. The crushing of hard rock and screening with generator, constant grinding,
crunching and machine noise will be a huge, tiring annoyance to all.

Silica getting into the aquifer causes the walls to disintegrate and therefore will ruin it for
everyone who doesn't have mains water and only bores as their supply of water for their farms.
The plateau contains three creeks which collect the run off from the Nain hills which transverse
under the three narrow, aged bridges on Daveyston Road to the Walker Creek catchment then
flows on into the Para River and beyond.

Dust generated in this area from normal activity is rare as the no till method for cropping is
utilised for adjoining and local farmland. Vineyards plant crops between the rows of vines which
also keeps the dust down.

Farmers along Old Kapunda, Daveyston and Kuhlmann roads frequently move sheep and
farming equipment along these corridors which will incur serious inconvenience, safety risk and
hardship in managing stock with an increase in trucks barrelling down these roads.
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With regard to the three small quarries on Quarry Road, all three are owned by and on local
family properties. None of the three have been worked in over 25 years and when in operation
were used for stone and rubble for local roads and properties. Kara on the other hand is a very
large company working on a very large scale.

Remediation of the land after closure!l! Why if there is no impact on the values that characterise
the district is there a need to correct the area after the quarry has been gone having made 'no
impact on the land' in the first place? At the present time this land has a crop on it. The hills
face will be left with a very large scar and unless metres deep of soil are placed over this area it
will never be suitable for cropping again.

A quarry is not preserving the characteristics of the areall! With the amended application the
face of the quarry has been moved forward so that the mine will be even more visible, an even
bigger blight on the landscape and impossible to cover up.

We have concerns for Kara's self assessment and management as they have demonstrated a
tendency to overstate the benefits and understate the risks in their report.
