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1 Introduction

This document report is an accurate account of compliance against the environmental
outcomes for the operations carried out in accordance with the approved Mine Operations
Plan/Program for Environment Protection and Rehabilitation (MOP/PEPR) at the Penrice
qguarry over the past 12 months, for the period from 1st January 2014 — 31st December

2014 inclusive.

On 11 April 2014, Penrice Soda Holdings Limited (PSH), the owners of Penrice Quarry at
that time, went into voluntary administration. On 30 July 2014, Adelaide Brighton Cement
Ltd (ABCL) acquired the assets of Penrice Quarry. The quarry acquisition represents a
strong strategic fit for Adelaide Brighton Limited supplying raw materials for lime, oilwell
and white cement manufacture at the Angaston plant. Additionally, Penrice Quarry is also
highly complementary to Adelaide Brighton’s concrete and aggregates market position in
South Australia, providing a significant source of aggregates for the premixed concrete

and civil markets to Adelaide’s north.

As a consequence of PSH’s voluntary administration, the Administrators (McGrathNicol)
closed the PSH Osborne plant as a result of failing to secure a buyer for the Osborne
plant. Accordingly, limestone previously supplied to the Osborne soda ash plant is no
longer mined and railed to Osborne, effectively reducing the output from Penrice Quarry.
The consequence of this is that output from the operations will be reduced and based

more on physical characteristics rather than chemical properties of the material.
The function of the Penrice Community Consultative Group (PCCG) is a forum to

exchange information with stakeholders and the community and obtain feedback on

improvements and performance of the mine operations.

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1.2 Compliance with Environmental Outcomes and Criteria

The following environmental outcomes contained in the MOP/PEPR were approved in
November 2011. The environmental outcomes were derived from the potential
environmental impacts associated with the Penrice operation and categorised for risk.
Control and management measures were identified and a final risk assessment

undertaken to determine the residual risk.

Review of the environmental outcomes indicates not all measurement criteria, particularly
those relating to flora and fauna surveys were completed during the reporting period.
These have been identified and will be undertaken by the second quarter 2015, once

contractual arrangements with the independent contractor are in place.

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1.3 Operations Summary

As mentioned earlier due to the closure of the Solvay operations at Port Adelaide, high
grade limestone will no longer be railed, at least in the short term, to Osborne for
processing. The consequence of this is that the output from the operations will be smaller
and based more on physical characteristics rather than chemical properties of the material.
Also the site will continue to quarry and process glass chemical and cement grade
limestone from the Angaston operation.

The mine plans will essentially remained unchanged, with the slight change in focus from
concentrating on the high grade limestone to having the ability to use more of the lower
grade material, in terms of chemical quality, as quarry products. Over the coming months
all mine plans including the mine closure plan will be reviewed and if necessary updated or

amended.

The reduction in output from the operation resulting from not supplying high grade
limestone to Osborne has resulted in a corresponding reduction in the size and number of

mobile fleet units.

The move to a 60 tonne fleet of haul trucks as opposed to the 90 tonne fleet is largely due
to the reduced extraction tonnages needed with the closure of the soda ash plant and a

majority of the overburden campaign being completed.

Rehabilitation and placement of overburden on MPL 118 continued during the year. The
area known as Gerlach area, was scanned on 19" August 2014 and the measured
tonnages scanned are reported below. The cumulative total overburden placed on MPL
118 currently stands at 2,026,460 tonnes. Rehabilitation has been concentrated on
finalising the MPL118 Tier 2 area. Once completed, tube stock will be planted after final
battering and topsoiling of the area, expected to be completed sometime during the 3

Quarter 2015 following the winter rains.

Current workings in the pit during the reporting period, has been at the Northern and
Southern ends of the pit as well as the North West benches.
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Renewal of Retention Lease 109 was granted on the 17" of October 2013 for a further 5

years. The lease is situated to the north of the quarry boundary, and located on Scott

Tolhurst land. A PEPR was developed and approved. Historic drilling, geophysics,

geological and geotechnical data will be examined during the next reporting period, to

determine what further studies if any, need to be undertaken, and potential markets for

materials which may be extracted from RL 109. Discussion with the Barossa Valley

Council will be undertaken on the possible development of the lease after all historical data

has been assessed.

The total mineral reserve is approximately 66.37MT, this gives an estimated mine life of

around 23 years plus based on today’s estimated demand for both the high and lower

grade limestone. The quarry reserves and resources will be reviewed by consultants over

the next few months.

2. Compliance discussion

As a general comment the operations at the site are compliant when measured against all
environmental outcomes using the approved measurement criteria. However, as a result of
PSH appointing an Administrator, and ABCL not acquiring the assets of PMQ until 30 July
2014, there have been several instances, particularly those relating to flora and fauna
surveys which were not completed during the reporting period. Additionally, there were a
number of, as a result of extreme weather conditions, elevated dust reading recorded.

The previous compliance report made mention of a meeting between Penrice and DSD
were held to discuss whether the PEPR measurement criteria 1.2 can realistically be met
when there are extreme weather events, ABCL proposes to continue to facilitate those

discussions.

ABCL will be looking at improving measurement criteria 1.2 relating to dust monitoring, so
that it is consistent with National Environment Protection (Ambient Air Quality)
Measurement or NEPM and so that the quantifiable characteristics of the air against which

ambient air quality can be assessed.

All blasts at the site were monitored and all complied with Australian Standard AS 2187.2
(2006) for human comfort. Both air blast overpressure and ground vibration levels for all

blasts were within acceptable limits.
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The 2014 AECOM Noise report concluded that changes to operations since the last
update in 2013, have resulted in a reduction in predicted environmental noise emissions
from the quarry. In AECOM's opinion, the revised predicted noise levels for 2014 satisfy
the intent of the approved PEPR.

The Penrice Quarry which went into voluntary administration on 11™ April 2014, this
resulted in the annual native revegetation survey and the annual pest and weed survey not
being completed during the reporting period. These surveys will be undertaken by the
second quarter 2015, once contractual arrangements with the independent contractor are

in place.

Volume measurements were carried out on the 19" August 2014 over the overburden
dump situated on MPL 118, also known as the Gerlach area. The cumulative total
overburden placed on MPL 118 currently stands at 2,026,460 tonnes, well below the

approved total of 2.5 million tonnes.

2.1 Dust Monitoring

Penrice Quarry and Mineral has three approved Dust monitoring units installed, located on
PQM property (see Appendix A). These continuous monitors are online and accessible by

operational staff to respond proactively and efficiently to weather conditions.

The monitors record the levels of PM10 dust in excess of the National Environment
Protection Measurement Standard. All exceedances are reported to DSD and EPA. When
an exceedance does occur, the site implements a dust management plan to minimise the
impacts. Reported exceedances for the compliance period are listed in Appendix E.

A graph showing the Dust monitor daily mean data for the reporting period is attached in
Appendix B.

The BAM units were calibrated by Lear Sigler in October 2014. Lear Sigler have been re-

engaged since administration to complete 6 monthly calibration of the dust monitoring

units.
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During and after the change of ownership, the SMS notification of early high readings was
not operational. The SMS notification is a very effective tool for site supervisors to act early
and engage the site dust management plan before a 24hr PM10 exceedance occurs. SMS

notification is now operational.

The daily mean data will also highlight a number of BAM unit outages. These outages
range from power failure, change of filter paper and other general issues. Once an outage
on a BAM unit is identified, it is rectified immediately by site personnel. If site personnel

are unable to rectify outage, then Lear Sigler is contacted to investigate and respond.
